Mountain Area Electronic Waste Recycling Day - Satuday, April 25th, Church of the Hills, Evergreen 

  
The sixth annual electronic waste collection event will be held at the Church of the Hills in Evergreen (just west of the intersection of highway 73 and Buffalo Park Road near the Evergreen Library) on Saturday, April 25. The site will be open from 9:00a.m. To 4:00p.m.   Electronic items accepted include most all types of household electronics including computers, monitors, printers, faxes, scanners, VCR’s DVDs, radios, keyboards, cell phones, and TV’s.

Electronic waste is toxic and hazardous to our environment. Each computer monitor contains up to 8 pounds of lead and significant amounts of mercury, beryllium, and cadmium, which can either be released into the atmosphere or into the groundwater causing serious health problems.

Drop off fees for most items will be $5.00. Monitors will be $10. TV fees will be $1 per inch (diagonal.)  Special items will be 35 cents per pound. Large household appliances such as refrigerators or stoves cannot be accepted.
