Golden is having a birthday parade, I'm Annie Oakley
Golden is 150 years old this year.  It is the oldest continually occupied city in Colorado, named after one of its first settlers, Tom Golden.  Everyone is invited to join in this sesquicentennial bash, including a parade through historic downtown Golden, cake (4,000 slices!) and ice cream, and a concert and laser light show in Lions Park.  The festivities start at 5 p.m. in Lions Park with food and other vendors, followed by the parade at 6:30 p.m.  The parade starts in the 12th Street Historic District but the main route heads north on Washington Avenue through downtown and then west down 10th St. to Lions Park.  The Jefferson County Historical Commission has a float in the parade, and I am participating as Annie Oakley.  The concert begins at 7:15 p.m. and will be followed by the laser light show after dark.  You'll find more info on the "150 Golden Years" web site.

· Ice Cream Social - hosted by the Mountain Resource Center Ladies' Guild to help a non-profit that provides food, utility help, low-cost medical, and many other services to mountain residents facing adversity.  This one I cannot attend, but will be there in spirit.
· Evergreen Naturalist Association Annual Weed Awareness Event - This is the event where I get my hands dirty, pulling noxious weeds at Evergreen Lake House. South Jeffco Town Hall - Pre-Trial Assessment Pilot Program - Saturday, June 20th, 9 am, the Peak Recreation Center, 6612 S. Ward Road
 
Representatives from the Criminal Justice Strategic Planning Committee, District Attorney Scott Storey, and I will be present to discuss a pilot program to change how the county determines who is eligible for bail and who must remain in jail until their trial.  Currently, the bail bond industry largely determines who can remain out of jail until their trial and who stays in jail.  This program will provide a professional evaluation of which arrestees need to remain in jail until trial, and who can be released.  The program offers the possibility of both better assessment on who is released as well as reduced jail costs, as many people remain in jail until their trial simply because they don't have the money to post bond.   Come learn about the pilot program and get all your questions answered.
