Update - Developer Fees Public Hearing
 

The Board of County Commissioners will hold a public hearing on Tuesday, June 9th, to discuss changes to Jeffco's fee schedule for re-zoning, building permits, and a wide range of building and land use applications.  Each of these fees helps to offset the County's cost for reviewing and inspecting proposed new development or changes to existing development.  Our current fee schedule recovers about 7 % of the County's cost.  The fee schedule that will be proposed will increase these fees over a three year time frame to ultimately recover about 25% of the County's cost.

This still puts Jeffco at the lower end of cost recovery, related to other metro jurisdictions.  Jeffco taxpayers will pay about 75% of the cost for the county to review new or expanded development.  If you have an opinion about this, plan to attend the public hearing at 9 am, Tuesday, June 9th, at the County Administration Building ( also known as the Taj), Hearing Room 1.   Or if you cannot attend, you can email your opinions to the commissioners at:
